Indicator 13 Rubric Tool #9
I. What is my responsibility?  Percent of youth age 16 with an IEP that includes coordinated, measurable, annual IEP goals and transition services that will reasonably enable the student to meet the postsecondary goals.  [(20 U.S. C. 1416 (a)(3)(B)]. The intent of Indicator 13 is provide states with way to measure how well they are doing in addressing high school transition, process which facilitates the movement of students toward their postsecondary  goals.  To follow the indicator 13 rubric and align the transition plan to the 6 components of the rubric.
II. What do I need to know and do?

1. To use the Indicator 13 checklist to self-review the secondary transition checklist.

2. Ask the team 8 component questions of indicator 13.

3. Document the 8 component questions and subcomponent by reviewing the IEP.

4. If you answered “N0” to any questions, the team must reconsider the quality of the 8 components on the transition section of the IEP.

5. The team may need to rewrite or rethink the components that were not aligned with the IEP.
6.  The NSTTAC Indicator 13 Rubric is enclosed in this user’s guide. (See Appendix)

III. How do I construct the Indicator 13 Rubric Tool # 9? (Questions to ask the IEP Team)
1.  Find your district Indicator 13 guidelines

2.  Locate the IEP and turn to the transition section 4, 5, and 6.

3. Read question#1 on the indicator 13 guidelines of the 8 components of the secondary transition plan.

4. Follow each 8 components and questions that align with IEP.

5. Turn the page and read each area under questions 1 through 6.
6. If you answered “YES” to the questions and you have completed the quality indicator 13.

7. Document the form and signatures for completion
