Profile Tool #2 (Section 3-of the IEP)
I.
What is my responsibility? It is important to provide a “big picture” of the child, summarize the child’s strengths and weakness and include background information about the child including the concerns of the parents and family for the education of the child’s interests, relevant medical and safety information about the child.  This information will not be included in the present levels of academic achievement and functional performance because they do not relate to any of the child’s goals. The team can include information at the secondary level related to adult living, working and learning.
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II.
What do I need to know and do?
1. 
First, the IEP team must collect information about the learning style of the child through observations and learning style inventories. (See Learning Style Inventories)

Second, the IEP team should review previous information from the present levels of performance about the learning progress of the child?

Third, student’s needs that have been determined in the ETR and that the team has determined will not be addressed during the duration of this IEP.

Fourth, include information related to adult living, working, and learning that will not be included in the present levels of academic achievement and functional performance if they do not relate to any of the child’s goals.
