A Statement of Transition Service Needs of the Child that Focuses on the Child’s Course of Study Tool #3 

(Section 4 -Postsecondary Transition of the IEP)

I.
What is my responsibility? Formal planning for secondary transition begins at age 14 and is documented in the IEP. Transition Planning usually takes place outside of the IEP meetings and the results of such planning are documented. The planning that occurs by age 14 in Sections 1 and 4 can be thought of as planning for the transition to and through the first years of high school.  The team is required to write four statements at age 14 in the IEP in Section 1-future planning, and Section 4-Postsecondary Transition-A Statement of Transition Service Needs of the Child that Focuses on the Child’s Course of Study. 
A. Statement- 1 of 4 Statements-Section1 –Future Planning: Patrick wants to be employed, attend college, join the military, or work as an auto mechanic. (age 14)
B. Statements- 2 of 4 Statements –Section 4-Postsecondary Transition Services –A Statement of Transition Service Needs of the Child that describes the student’s the Child’s Course of Study

Statement 2: Patrick is enrolled in the middle school courses of study-Language Arts, Math, Science, Social Studies.

or 

Statement 2: Patrick is enroll in the functional middle school course of study-Resource Math, Resource Language, Resource Science, or Resource Social Studies

C. Statement-3 of 4 statements Patrick’s proposed high school classes will be courses for graduation and diploma in preparation for employment in the community.
or

Statement 3: Patrick’s proposed high school classes will be college preparation courses for graduation and diploma in preparation for entrance into a four year college.

or 

Statement 3: Patrick’s proposed high school classes will be functional courses for graduation and diploma in preparation to utilize community living skills.

D. Statement 4 of 4 statements: Patrick will meet graduation requirements based on required Ohio core work and guidelines with accommodations.  
Statement 4:  Patrick will meet graduation requirements based on completed courses needed to meet the goals for employment or postsecondary education based on his/her transition plan on the IEP.

or

Statement 4: Patrick will meet graduation requirements based on solely on his IEP goals.
II.
What do I need to know and do? 
1.
“Real” transition planning must occur early in the child’s middle and junior high years of their education. 

2.
The transition plan is by definition a multi-year process in the child’s educational program for the current year designed to support achievement of the child’s intention for living, learning, and working after graduation from high school.

The team uses information from Section 1-
Future Planning, Section 3-Profile, Section 4-
age-appropriate assessment, and Section 6-
present levels of academic and functional 
performance.
