I. What is my responsibility? The school district responsibility is to help identify activities and strategies, involve appropriate agencies and coordinate the multi-year process so that goals are met:
Transition services are a coordinated set of activities for a child with a disability that are designed to be a results oriented process that focus on improving academic and functional achievement of the child with a disability to facilitate the child’s movement from school to post-school activities. Transition services should be based on the results of transition assessments.
