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The New Standards and Model Curricula

Many districts have already
contacted HCESC regarding
the New Standards and what
are the first steps to take
toward full implementation.

Our first recommendation is
a caution in regards to test-
ing & the assessments will
not change until 2014-15,
after a series of field tests
scheduled to begin in 2012-
2013. All ODE assessments
will be based on the current
standards that districts are
using.

However, becoming familiar
with the new standards is
our second recommenda-
tion. Beginning now is a
wonderful idea as there is a
lessened pressure to know
and understand all of the
Common Core immediately!
ODE is also creating materi-

als which will compare the
previous standards with the
newly approved standards.
Their work will aid teachers
and districts in the transition.

ODE has recommended that
teachers be trained in inquiry
-based instruction and for-
mative assessment planning
around divergent, or essen-
tial, questions.

Several other questions
were addressed in the Au-
gust Al des of
regarding the Model Curric-
ula. Due to the summer
schedule of Model Curricula
planning sessions, a number
of teachers were unable to
attend. However, ODE has
planned additional sessions
in the fall, due to additional
interest.
